~'The unicora is a fictitious animal described in myths from ancient Greece and ROmé.’ It is
often drawn as a white horse with a hofn coming out of its forehead. In the myths, the uni-
corn was said to look like a horse except that it had this horn protruding from the front of its
head.

» Thc horn was described as a single, straight horn with a spiral twist. It was said that the
horn was white at the base, black in the middle, and red at the tip. Obviously a colorful ani-

mal, the unicorn was said to have a white body, a red head, and blue eyes. According to one

source, the hind legs of the unicorn were like an antelope’s and its tail was like a lion’s.

Some legends hold that the horn of the unicorn, if ground into powder, could be used to
perform magic. Other legends forbid harm to the unicorn, saying that killing a unicorn would
bring bad luck. According to another legend, just the sight of a unicorn meant good luck and
could even make wishes come true. Many woiks of science fiction and fantasy literature make
use of the unicorn as a character to help the hero on his journey.

The truth is, no one has ever seen a unicorn because they do not exist. The origin of the .
legend is not clear, but the most likely source of the legend dates back to the very beginning of
European civilization.

Probably in the Dark Ages or the very early Middle Ages,some of the earliest European
explorers ventured east to Asia. Much of Asia was different from Europe. The shape of the
land looked different, there were different types of plants and trees and the people looked dif-
ferent. Some of the animals were absolute wonders to the Europeans.
