Before Reading: (5-7 min.)  

Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· This book is about things you might see when you go to the beach.  

· Have you ever been to the beach?  What are some of the things you saw?  

· Let's look at page 2-3.  Did you see any of these things when you went to the beach?
Difficult Words/Vocabulary    beach (p16), clam (p6), crab (p8), snail (p 4) , seal (p 12), fish (p10), (p14)
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Notice what comes next- talk about a capital letter at the beginning of the sentence and a period at the end.  If we move from left to right when reading, we see this on every page.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

· What did you notice when you read page 14?  (capital letter, same words as on other pages, period at the end of sentence, picture to help me with the word)
· Discussion Questions

· What did the author see at the beach?

· What did he see that was the same as what you have seen? Different?

· Did you notice anything about all of the things the author saw? (They were all alive.)

· What other animals could the author have added to the book?
