Before Reading: (5-7 min.)  

Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· What do you think this book is about?  Why do you think that?
· This book is about a rabbit that goes on a hot air balloon ride.  Have you ever seen a hot air balloon?  (Use technology if available to show images of hot air balloons.)

· He sees lots of things on his ride, but something happens to him while he is out.  We have to read to find out what happens to the rabbit.
Difficult Words/Vocabulary    
Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
· When we read today, we are going to make sure our pointer finger goes under each word as we read that word.  Why do we do that? (keep our place, help us slow down and sound out words...)


During Reading: (5-10 min.) Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback.  


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

Return to Teaching Point
· How did using your finger under each word help you read today?
· What might have happened if you did not use this strategy?

Discussion Questions

· Why does rabbit go on a balloon ride?

· What does he see while he is in the balloon?

· What happens to him? (His balloon falls in the water and a boat has to take him home.)  Do you think all balloon rides end up like rabbit’s?  Why or why not?

· Would you want to go on a hot air balloon ride?  Why or why not?
