Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

1.  Let’s count the different parts on our heads, now let’s look at the book and count.

2.  Did the book have all the parts we counted?

· Return to Teaching Point:  What words did you already know? Did the pictures help you figure out some words you didn’t know?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance:  Tell about how you use the parts we read about in our book.
