Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)  Who has been to a circus?  What kind of things did you see at the circus?  Picture walk and talk about what they see.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  acrobat  circus

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support) 

Readers look for words that may be tricky. They look at the pictures to help them. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

1. What kind of animals did we see in this book?

2. What kind of people did we see in this book?

· Return to Teaching Point:  Praise a child who used a strategy to figure out a tricky word. Have the group turn to the word. 

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
