Before Reading: (5-7 min.)  

Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· What do you think this book is about?  Why do you think that?
· This book is about a girl cleaning up her toys.  Do you have to clean up your toys?  When do you do that?  Why should we clean up our toys?
Difficult Words/Vocabulary    
Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
· Some of the words may look tricky, but we can use two strategies to help us figure out what they are.  First, let's look at the picture.  Look at page 4.  The words say I have 2 - what is the next word?  We can look at the picture and see that the girl is holding a toy.  Do you know what those are?  Let's look at the word- what is the first sound - j.  (Have students sound it out. you may need to explain what the game jacks is. Bring in a physical game so students can see, touch and expand their understanding.)
· Let's look at another word.  Point to the number. What is that?  
· Let's look at page 8.  What is this point to the 4?  How do we know what this is? Use the above strategy with the word jeeps as students will want to say car or truck.

During Reading: (5-10 min.) Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback.  


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

    Return to Teaching Point
· Look at page 12.  What is that word (point to the word jets) ?  What strategies have we learned that we can use to figure it out?
    Discussion Questions

· What are some of the toys the girl has?  What does she do with them?  Why is she putting the toys away?
· What do you do with your toys?

· Did you notice anything with the numbers in the book?  (Goes up to 4 then back down to 1)

· What are some other toys you have that you put away?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Let's add more pages to this book.  Assign each student a number and have them think of a toy that is not mentioned in the book.
