Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Our book today is called Dad’s Turkey Sandwich.  What is a sandwich?  If we were going to make a sandwich, what would be need?  What else could we put on our sandwich?  Let’s look and see what on Dad’s turkey sandwich.  (During the picture walk, encourage students to think about the sounds they hear in a particular word and what letters they might see if that word before they actually find the word in the text.  For example, students will probably be able to recognize the bread in the picture on page 3.  Talk about the sounds they hear and which letters they think they might see in that word.  Stretch it together.  (b-r-e-d) Then find the word.  Do this for 2-3 of the difficult words.)  Let’s read about Dad’s turkey sandwich.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 bread, p4 cheese, p6 lettuce, p8 tomatoes, p10 pickles, p12 onions,        p14 turkey, p16 sandwich
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers look for words that may be tricky.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What did Dad have on his sandwich?
-Would you add anything to the sandwich? (ketchup, mustard, mayonnaise)

-If this was your sandwich, what would you leave off?
-Do you think this is really Dad’s sandwich?  Is this really a dad in our story?  Why do you think the boy is dressed like that?  How do you think this story would be different if it was about a boy’s sandwich?
-Talk about how you figured out the tricky words in the book.  I might not know the word “pickles” by itself, but I can use the picture to help me.
· Return to Teaching Point
