Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Our story is about a family who lives on a farm.  The author is telling us what animals live on the farm.  What animals do you think we might see?  Let’s take a look at the book and see what animals are on this farm.  (During the picture walk, as students name the animal, encourage the group to think about the sounds they hear in that word and what letters they expect to see.  On page 4, how do we know it says “hen” and not “chicken.”  Do this for several of the animals.)  Let’s read about the animals on the farm.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p10 goat, p14 cow, p16 horse
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers make connection to their lives.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What are some of the animals we saw on the farm?
-What is Ellie, the author and the girl we see in the pictures, doing in the story?  Why does she do this?  How do you think she feels about being on the farm and feeding the animals?  What makes you think that?

-Who else lives on the farm besides Ellie?  How do we know?
-How are farm animals different from wild animals?

-How do you think living on a farm would be different from living in the city?

-Which animals would make good family pets?  Why?  Which animals would not make good pets?  Why not?
