Before Reading: (5-7 min.)
 Ask students these questions to help make connections: Who has had a birthday party? What did you do? What did you to get ready for the party? Who came to your party? What family members were there? 
· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual) 

Introduce the author and illustrator. This book is about a girl’s birthday party and the people who come to it. 
Do a picture walk. Turn to page 16 and read the words under the pictures: 

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: mother, father, sister, brother, grandpa, grandma 
· Intentional Teaching Point: (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


 After Reading: (5-7 min.) 

· Return to Teaching Point 

Good readers make connections to their lives.
· Discussion Questions:  Ask questions and have students support answers by referring to photographs and text. 

Who came to the girl’s party? 
Where was the party? Who lives with the girl? Who visited the house for the party? 
What did each person do to get ready for the party? 
Are all parties like this one? Why? Why not? 

Writing Connection: (5 min.)

Have students write and draw about a party they had.  Brainstorm a list of people who might come to a party.
