Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Say:  Today we will read a book about the sky.  Think about things you see in the sky in the daytime and at night. (Record responses on the board)  After reading the story, return to the list and identify what sky objects were in the book.
Difficult Words/Vocabulary

sky(12)  clouds(6)  sun(4)  moon(8)  stars(10)
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
The students are moving their finger left to right and returning to the next line left to right.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Have students model for other students how to read from left to right.
