(No, because there are real pictures)  What is happening in this picture?  Let’s do a picture walk to see what this book might be about. Lead a short discussion about what the people are using to go places.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: let’s (let us), bus, train, plane, boat, skates, bikes
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers use picture clues to figure out tricky words.
