Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Our book is about animals.  What are some animals that you know?  The animals in our story live on a farm.  What kinds of animals do you think we’d see on a farm?  Our book is also about the sounds that these animals make.  What sounds to the farm animals that we talked about make?  Let’s take a look at what is happening in our book.  (During the picture walk, be sure to talk about what is happening.  Also discuss the difficult vocabulary words, particularly the sound words that students might have a difficult time with.  Talk about we know the word on page 6 isn’t woof.)  Let’s read to find out what happens in our story.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 quack, p6 bark, p10 squeak, p12 gobble
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers notice pictures and print.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Describe for me what was happening in our story.  What did the thief take?  How did the animals feel about that?  How do we know? (looking at pictures/facial expressions)  Why do you think the cat jumped on the thief?  Why did the cat care about the duck’s eggs?  
-Why do you think the thief took the eggs?  What do you think he was planning on doing?  I noticed on page 7 that the thief took the dog’s bowl.  Why would he do that?  What do you think he was planning on doing?  What did he take from the turkey?

-What did the animals do at the end of the story?  How did the thief feel about this?  How can we tell?  What evidence do we have in the text to tell us how the thief felt?
