Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Our book is called “Weather.”  What is weather?  Is our weather always the same?  How can weather be different?  What types of weather do we have?  Let’s make a list of those.  Do we have certain types of weather at different times throughout the year?  What type of weather do we have in the summer, fall, winter, spring?  Let’s take a look at our book and see what types of weather we’ll be reading about. (During your picture walk, be sure to point out the pattern.  Which word stays the same on each page?  Which word changes on each page?  Pattern change on page 8.  Also, take a look at/discuss difficult vocabulary.)  Let’s read about the weather.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 weather
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use pictures and the beginning sound/letter to help them figure out tricky words.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Which type of weather have we had a lot of, lately?
-Which types of weather do we have here?  How would you describe the weather today?

-When would we most likely have snowy weather?  What makes you say that?

-Write out the types of weather.  Notice they all end with the letter “y.”  Talk about the sound you hear at the end of those words.  Do other words that end with –y also sound like an “e?”

-How can I tell on each page what the weather is like? (rain falling, trees blowing)  How do I know it’s “snowy weather” on page 4 not “foggy weather?” (picture and beginning sound)

-Do you think it’s a good thing that our weather changes?  What makes you think that?

-On which page do both words have the same beginning sound?

-Do you think it’s important for people to be aware of the weather?  Why or why not?
