Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What did the kids in this story use writing for?  What type of party were they having in their classroom?  What other types of writing might you do at school?  At home?
· Return to Teaching Point: 

Did you have to use the pictures to help you solve for any hard words?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
