Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Some different people are going snowboarding in this book.  Do you know what snowboarding is?  It’s like skiing only instead of having two skis they only have one.  It’s also like sledding only they’re standing up.  What do they do on a snowboard or a sled?  Can you ever go up or only down?  When would you go up on a snowboard?  Let’s take a look at the pictures in our book and see what our snowboarders are doing.  (Talk about difficult vocabulary during the picture walk.)  Let’s read to see the snowboarders going up and down.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 going, p4 down, snowboarder
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use their finger to point under each word as they read.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-What did we see the snowboarders doing in this book?  What are they doing when they go up?  What are they doing then they go down?
-What are some other ways we can have fun in the snow?

-What are some other ways we can ride in the snow? (ski, sledding, snowmobile, tube)

-How are the snowboarders dressed?  Why?  How would they be dressed differently if they were skiing on a lake?  Would the movement (up/down) be the same or different?  How?
