Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Discuss the photo on the front cover of the book.  This snail is a pet.  If you had a pet snail, where would you keep it?  Show the students page 3 in the book.  Does anyone know what this is?  This is where the boy is going to keep his pet snail, but first, he needs make it a good home for the snail.  What kinds of things might a snail like in its home?  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers look for words that may be tricky.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Did you find any words in your reading today that you thought were tricky?  How did you figure it out?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

Tell me about some of the things the boy put into the snail’s home.
Why do you think he put pebbles and rocks in the container?

Is there anything else that you would put into the snail’s home that the boy didn’t put in there?  Why?
