Teaching Point:  Readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in a story.

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Our book today is about a boy, Jaxson who is looking for his dog named Boss.  The book is called Where is My Dog?  Why did the author put a question mark at the end of the title?  When you read a book, it’s often helpful to turn a page and look at the pictures you see.  Think about the pictures.  Then read the page and look at the picture again.  Doing this will help you understand what is happening in the story.  It also makes the story more fun to enjoy.
Show 1 copy of p. 14-15 of the book.  Model looking at the picture and talking about what you see, reading the page, then looking again and talking about whether you see the dog in the tunnel.  Model wondering and making a prediction about whether Boss is inside the tunnel or tell where you think Boss might be.

· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
· Readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in a story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)
· Return to Teaching Point
Look at p. 2-3.  How do you think Jaxson is feeling?   What do you see that helps you understand his feelings?
Show us a page, and tell us how the picture helped you understand the story.
Why do you think Jaxson wanted to find Boss?

· Discussion Questions

What is the book mostly about?
What punctuation did you see throughout the book?  Why do you think the author used exclamation points?
Let’s turn to p. 6-7.  Model how you change your voice when you read a question.  Let kids practice this with each other!
How do you think Jaxson and Boss feel about each other?  (On p. 16 I see them very close together.  If they weren’t friendly, I don’t think Boss would stay right next to Jaxson.)  The picture helps me learn about the story and the characters.

Did you like how the story ended?   I thought Boss was probably under Jaxson’s bed.  Where did you predict he was?  Turn to a partner and describe places where dogs might hide.
How would you feel if the author never showed us where Boss was hiding?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Draw a picture of Boss hiding outside.  Write a question asking where Boss might be.
Let’s change the story… let’s have Jaxson hide from Boss!  Write a sentence about this and add a picture if you have time.
