Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This is a story about where people live. Some people live in the city and some people live in the country. Where do you live? What are some things you do at home?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary school (p. 2), word (p. 6), live (p. 8)
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Reread page two with the students and discuss how the picture helps you understand what is happening in the story. 
Have the students look at page 8 and turn and talk about how the picture helps them understand the story. 

· Discussion Questions

What did we learn from the story? Do you go to school like the children in the book? How is your school alike/how is it different than their school? 
Do you play at a playground like the one in the story? How is it alike/how is it different? 

Do you work at home or at school like the children in the story? What jobs and responsibilities do you have?
