Before Reading: (5-7 min.)  

Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual

· Have you ever gone fishing?  What do you do when you go fishing?
· Our book today is about a little girl who goes fishing.  While we take our picture walk let's notice what is the same on every page. (the clocks)

Difficult Words/Vocabulary  
Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Reader will use the pictures in the book to help them read the second word in each sentence.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback.   

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

Return to Teaching Point
· How did the pictures help you while you were reading today? 
· What would you have done if there were no pictures?

Discussion Questions

· Why do you think the author put a clock on every page?
· Did the story skip any of the parts of fishing?  (cleaning fish, baiting the hook...)  Why do you think the author left those parts out?  (not as important, don't take as long to do as what was in the book...)

· Who does the little girl go fishing with?  Do you think they had fun together?  How do you know?

· What was your favorite part of the fishing trip?
