Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

What is in a pond? This is a story about a frog and what he sees from his lily pad in a pond. Take a picture walk to identify the plants/animals he sees. Then go back to the beginning and read about his day.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  flowers, dragonfly, ducklings, bird
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use pictures to help them figure out tricky words.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What did the frog see from his lily pad?
Why did the frog jump into the water? (the big bird could eat him)

Is there anything else for the frog to fear at a pond?

What else could be at a pond?

· Return to Teaching Point
