Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Do any of you have pets?  Do you help take care of your pets? What kind of things do you do to help care for your pet?    I have a ________.  I have to take care of my __________.  Have any of you ever seen a pet rabbit before?  Maybe a friend, cousin or neighbor?  In our story today we are going to read about how a family takes care of their pet.  What kind of things do you think they do to care for their pet rabbit?
Let’s open our books and look through the pictures to see what they do.  Explore the book together.  Stopping to notice the details on each page.  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Repeating lines.  In this story the words repeat on most pages. Noticing that the words repeat help you read most the words.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What are some of the ways the family cares for the rabbit?  What else did they do? At the end of story the family uses a checklist on the refrigerator.  What else can you use a checklist for?  Discuss.
· Return to Teaching Point

Today our book had repeating lines.  This helps us as readers become better readers because we are practicing the words we know.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Use the same style of repeating line that was used in the book but students may substitute the animal for something of their choice.  

Example:  Our dog needs water.   Our cat needs to play.    Our fish needs food.
