Before Reading: (5-7 min.)  

Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Have you ever followed directions to make something?  Have students give examples.
· Our book today shows us step by step how to make a drum.

Difficult Words/Vocabulary    
Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
As students read they will see both the words which will include some tricky words as well as a picture of the specific item needed.  The pictures are items that are familiar to students and will help them figure out the words.  Students are familiar with following directions and can sue this information to help them figure out what the boy is doing in each page.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback.   

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

Return to Teaching Point
· The book doesn't tell us to (page 8) tape the string to the top of the can.  If I was following the books directions to make a drum, how would I know to tape the string to the top of the can?  Page 10 tells me to get paper but not what to do with it.  How can I know what to do with the paper?
Discussion Questions

· What is the boy showing us how to make?
· Why would we want to make a drum?

· Have you ever made a drum?  Did you make it like he did?

· What other things can we make out of a can?

· Why is it important to follow directions?  What can happen if we don't follow directions?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

If time allows have each student write a page of a how to book on something you decide as a group to write how to do.
