Before Reading: (5-7 min.)  

Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual

· Our book is called Cutting Our Food.  What kinds of food do you see on the front cover?  What would you use to cut those foods?
· What foods do we cut?

Difficult Words/Vocabulary  playground (p2), classroom (p3), library (p4)    
Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Reader will use the pictures in the book to help them read the last word (s) in each sentence.

During Reading: (5-10 min.) Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback.     


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

Return to Teaching Point
· Were you able to read any of the names of the food without using the pictures?  
· Did the pictures help you as you figured out how to read the last word(s) in the sentence?

Discussion Questions

· What were some of the things the kids cut?
· What were they using to cut with?  plastic knife  Why do you think they were using a plastic knife?

· Was this a fiction book or a non-fiction?  What makes you think that?

· Sometimes we cut other things.  What are some of the tools we use for cutting that are not a plastic knife?  What do we cut with those things?  (saw-wood, scissors- paper/fabric)

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

· Add pages to this book by having each student write something new to finish this sentence.  I am cutting a ______________.  Then as time allows read the entire book including the "new" pages.
