Scores represent a new baseline and provide more 
honest information about what our students know and 

can do – and where they need the most help – so we can 
raise the bar for all Oregon students. 

Patience and persistence will be required as we 
transition to higher expectations but this year’s results 

indicate that Oregon students and teachers are rising to the 
challenge.
