	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Read aloud the title, author, and illustrator.  When something is great, it is really good.  What great thing do you think this book will be about?
Turn to pages 2-3, Cubbie and his dad are going for a walk, turn to pages 4-5, where are they walking?  Can you find the word walked? Point to it and run your finger under it as you say it.  Turn to pages 8-9, when they got back from their walk, what did they do next?  Cubbie tried to sleep, can you find the word tried?  Point to it, and run your finger under it as you say it.  Now, turn back to the beginning and read about Cubbie and Dad’s great day.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: walked (4), tried (8)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use their finger only when they come to a tricky word.


	During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?



	After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What different things does Cubbie do to keep Dad from taking a nap?  Show me the pages in the book that help you find the answer.  
Why do you think Cubbie cannot sleep?

In what ways do you think the bears in the book act like humans?

Why do you think Dad thought it was a great day for a walk?

· Return to Teaching Point- When you came to a tricky word, did it help to point to it and chunk it or sound it out?
