Teaching Point: Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Our book is called “Car Shopping.”  In this story, the family is shopping for a new or different car.  Has your family ever shopped for a different car?  What are some reasons a family might need a new or different car?  If someone needs a different car, does is have to be a brand new car?  The family in this story is looking at several different cars.  Each car is a different color.  They also find something they don’t like about almost every car they look at.  Let’s take a look at the pictures in the story so we can learn more about the cars they are considering. (During the picture walk, be sure to talk about difficult vocabulary.  You may also want to discuss the pattern in the text, depending on students’ needs). Let’s read to find out which care they will buy.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 white, little, looked, p4 old, p5 new, p6 fast, p7 family, p8 we’ll buy
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point: Today, I asked you to be use the pictures and the beginning sound of words to help you figure out tricky words.  Share a place in the text where this strategy helped you figure out a tricky word.
· Discussion Questions

-Tell me about some of the cars the family considered.  What was wrong with the ____ car?  Let’s take a look at each car, carefully.  The white car was too little. Why would it be a problem if it is small?  The blue car was too big.  How could too big be a problem?  The yellow car was too old.  Why could a very old car be a problem?

-I noticed something when we read the first few pages.  I’m going to look at/read the describing words on each page, while you look at the pictures.  What do you notice about those words? (little-big, old-new – Talk about opposites).  If that pattern continued, what would we expect to read on page 7?

-Let’s look at who is talking on each page.  (Talking alternates between mom and dad.  Ask students to continue the pattern on page 7). 

-I noticed that the kids didn’t do any talking in our story.  Why do you think that is?  Who do you think would need to make the decision about a new car, the parents or the kids?  What makes you think that?  If the kids did get to choose, which car do you think the boy would choose?  What makes you think that?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.): Let’s write a sentence modeled after what we would expect to read on page 7.  (This can be done independently or as a group depending on students’ needs and level).  

Example:  We looked at a white van.  “Too slow,” said Dad.

OR

Write a sentence about the car you would choose and why.

Example: I like the blue car because blue is my favorite color.
