Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers look for chunks they know when they come to a tricky word.  Today, as you are reading, look for chunks when you come to a tricky word.  (example:  br-an-ch)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

Why does the girl want us to follow her?

What things does the girl show us in her yard?

In what order does the girl show us the things in her yard?  Does this order make sense?  Why? 
        Is this story a true story or a made up story?  How do you know?
        If you asked someone to follow you, where would you lead the person?    

Teaching Point:  Find a tricky word that you looked at chunks to help you figure it out.  Share that word with the group.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
