Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

How many of you have ever seen a pop machine, candy machine, or another kind of machine?  Those machines are all made of a lot of parts and buttons.  We are going to read about simple machines—machines that don’t have very many parts.  Take a picture walk to discuss the different simple machines and what they do OR use the inside of the back cover to discuss them (if you use this page, I would either read this to the students, rather than have them read it to you or summarize each machine for them).
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.  

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Discuss pages that students used the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.  
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

What were some of the simple machines in the book? 
What did they do?

Have you ever used one of these simple machines?  Which one(s)?
