Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

How you ever said, “I am bored”? What does it mean to be bored?  The boy in this story, Derek, say this to his grandpa. What are some things you do when you get bored? (ask my sister to play with me, go outside, etc. Make a list)
Let’s read to find out if Derek finds something to do. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary alone, dinosaurs 
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in the story. Today while you read, I want you to take time to really look at the pictures. They will give us extra information and help us understand the story better! 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback.
