Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

(This story is about a food chain.) This story tells about some animals that live in the forest. Take a picture walk to see what each of these animals are. Then go back to the beginning and read about what each animal eats.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: insect, plants, forest
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in the story.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What are the animals that live in a forest in this story? What other animals could live in the forest? What might they eat? 
What could happen if there were no insects?

Why did the author include the chart on page 16? (organized visual presentation of information)

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Show the food chain. (plant – insect – frog – snake – bird)
