Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Have you ever been to the zoo or on a farm?  What type of animal sounds did you hear?  Do you think animals are able to talk to one another?  Let’s look at the cover of our book titled:  Mice Squeak, We Speak.  What kind of animals are the children looking at?  Do you think these animals squeak or speak?  Let’s take a picture walk and see if we can learn more about the story.  The picture walk helps us know that we are going to be reading about many different animals and the sounds they each make.
