Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Today we are going to read a silly story about Molly and her pet, Polly. Polly is unlike other pets because Polly has a special talent. What do you think her special talent is? 
Have the students open the book to page 2. 

The author of this story used speech bubbles to show you that the characters are talking to each other. 

As we read today, I want you to stop and share what you think with a reading partner. Good readers share their thoughts with others. 

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary  cracker (p.4)
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers think about the story about the story and discuss it with others. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 
Allow students to partner read so they can stop and discuss the story. 


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

What is something your partner shared with you today as you were reading? Allow multiple students to share.
· Discussion Questions

Who were the characters in the story? What kind of a bird is Polly? Do you think Molly was glad that Polly learned to say “cracker”? How do you know?

What happened at the end? Has anything silly ever happened to your dad like what happened to Polly’s dad? 
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Have the students draw a picture of something silly and include a speech bubble in their story.
