Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This book is a nonfiction book about our five senses: see, hear, smell, taste, and touch.  What does nonfiction mean?  Because this book is nonfiction it has some text features to help us understand what we read.  The first is the table of contents (open to p. 1).  It tells us what we’ll be learning about.  Next look at p. 2.  There is a heading on every section to let you know what you will learn about and there are labels to help you better understand the pictures (point to each).  Let’s read to find out what you can do with each of your five senses.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  music (p. 5), tongue (p. 8), touch (p. 10)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in the story.  Use them to observe what the children are using their senses for.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What did the kids in this book see? Hear? Smell? Taste? Touch?  What other things could these kids use their senses for?  How did text features help you in your reading today?  
· Return to Teaching Point: 

Did you have to use the pictures to help you read any difficult things about senses?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Connections-In what ways have you used your senses today, either at home or here at school?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 What is something you can see or hear in our classroom right now?
