	Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)
This story is about a boy who was thinking and remembering his accident on his skateboard. Have you ever had an accident and later, thought about what had happened.  Let’s look through the pictures and see what he remembers. Talk about the thinking bubble on each page.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: skateboard (2), ambulance (6), hospital (8)
· Suggested Teaching Point: (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)
Good readers look for chunks and little words when they come to a tricky word

	During Reading: (5-10 min.) *Revisit the teaching point as needed. 

Prompts to Support readers:         Does it match?        Does it sound right?        Does it make sense?

	After Reading: (5-7 min.)
· Discuss the story 

What did the boy remember? (ambulance ride, hospital, x-ray room, getting a cast, feeling sad, new helmet, etc.)
Do you think the boy will get hurt next time he rides his skateboard? Why or why not?
Did you ever get hurt and thought about it later like the boy in the story did? 
· Return to Teaching Point 

Look for a time when a student looked for chunks or little words on a tricky word. For ex. Ambulance
and discuss how it helped them

· Comprehension Strategy Focus: connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance 


	Writing Connection: (5 min.)
Write a story about a time when you were hurt. Suggest the pattern of the text, 
Here I am ________.  Ex. Here I am on my bike. I fell down and scraped my leg.
