Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Where have you seen bubbles? What do you do with bubbles? In this story a little boy plays with bubbles in a lot of different places. Even a clown gets to play with bubbles at the end! Take a picture walk to see where the boy finds bubbles. Then go back to the beginning and read what he does with the bubbles.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: bubbles, sink, bucket, bathtub, clown
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use their finger only when they come to a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

Where did the boy find bubbles? What will they do with the bubbles in the bucket?

How were the clown’s bubbles like the ones found by the boy? How were they different?

Where do bubbles come from? 

Where else can you find bubbles? (blowing bubbles into milk, bubblegum…)

· Return to Teaching Point

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)
