Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

In this story a mother owl is going to get food for her babies.  Owls are asleep during the day and awake at night.  The mother will be hunting for their food at night so she can feed her babies.  What kinds of food do you think owls eat?  
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

asleep (p. 2)  mother (p. 7)  moth (p. 8)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use their finger only when they come to a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Readers use their finger only when they come to a tricky word.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

What kinds of animals were sleeping on the farm?
Why weren’t the baby owls sleeping?
