Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary

Readers pause when they come to a period at the end of a sentence.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

Readers pause when they come to a period at the end of a sentence.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

What happened when Tom and his dad were playing with the soccer ball?
Where all did they look for the soccer ball?

Who found the ball?  Where did he find it?
