Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

In this book, Itsy the Spider wants to climb up the waterspout, but something goes wrong.  What do you think happens to him?  Do you think he ever makes it to the top?  Let’s read to find out what happens to Itsy the Spider.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: rain (p. 8), out (p. 14)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What is Itsy trying to do in this story?  What can you tell about Itsy from this story?  How can you tell the other spiders like Itsy?  Do you think he ever made it to the top?
· Return to Teaching Point: 

How did the pictures help you figure out new words today?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Connections-Have you ever done something that was hard for you?  Did you have to try it more than once?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Tell me about something you had to work really hard to do.
