Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Is that something that you would want to do? Why or why not?  Each of the teams thinks they are going to win.  Let’s read and find out who wins the race! 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  we’re (p 2),  going (p 2)

· Suggested Teaching Point:

· Good readers make predictions about what is going to happen in the story.

· I wonder if this type of race would be hard to do. Do you think you would want to be in a race like this?

· What were your predictions about who would win the race?  Were you right?

· Who ended up winning the race?  How do you think they felt?
