Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This story is about a few different animals and the steps they take to get ready to go up a hill. From the cover we see that there is snow outside and that the animals are doing different activities on the hill. What kinds of activities might these animals be doing? What do you think the animals need to do before they go outside and ski? Let’s take a picture walk and see if any of the predictions we made might be true. Then we can read and find out if our predictions are correct.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: Thermometer (p.2)  snowboard (p. 4)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

       *(solve some new words independently)

        Readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in the story. 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


Students silently read the text. As they read, teachers could have students create a list of some of the things the animals did as they prepared to go outside. A chart could be used so that after they have read the students can compare and contrast what each of the animals did before going outside.  


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story


Talk to students about the different steps each animal took in preparation for going outside. Have students share what they wrote in their charts. Clear up any confusion. Discuss other ways to go down a snowy hill.  
· Return to Teaching Point: How did the pictures help you think about and understand what was happening in the story? 
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

 -This book takes place during the winter. What fun things might the bear, moose, and squirrel do in the 
summer? 
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)


What did each animal bring up the hill? 



Sample answer: The bear took a snowboard up the hill. 
(The teacher could have the student write their own 
answer  without help, or if need be they could leave a couple blanks for the student to fill in.)
