Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

· Suggested Teaching Point:  Readers use pictures to help them think about what is happening in the story. They will be able to make predictions of what the boy heard, sees, smells, touches, and tastes.
