(Encourage them to make predictions.)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point

*Readers use the pictures to help them think about what is happening in the story.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

· Discuss the Story (Comprehension Questions)

*Did you make some predictions? Were you right?
*What happened in the story?

*Who ate the cookies? Did dad? Why not?

*Look at the last page. How do you think Dad felt when he found crumbs in the cookie jar? How do you think the rest of the family felt?
