Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Have you ever tried to fall asleep and you can’t because it’s too noisy?  What noises kept you from falling asleep?  (TV, dogs barking, talking, music, etc.)  In the story today, a boy named Hector is trying to go to sleep but he keeps hearing noises.  He asks his dad to explain the noises.  Let’s take a picture walk to see what things are making the noises.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary    Hector, pg. 2     police, pg. 3     waking, pg. 11   
       Also cover the sound words EE-OW, BRMM, MEEOW, WAH, CLICK 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Good readers notice punctuation marks when they read.  As you read the story, be sure to pause at commas and periods and make the story sound interesting when characters are talking.  (Point out all the quotation marks to the students.) 

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

What happened in the story? 
What noises does Hector hear?  Does Hector know what is making the noises?   
Why do you think he keeps asking questions?

Why do you think the baby wakes up?

Why do you think Hector is winking on the last page?
Teaching Point:  Find a page where dad and Hector are talking.  Read the text aloud to the group.  Make the words sound interesting. 
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
