Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

In this book, a thief steals a mill.  Look at the cover (point to the mill).  What do you think a mill is?  What do you think it might be used for?  A mill is a type of a tool used to grind things.  Let’s read to find out what a mill is used for and why the thief decided to steal it.

· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  rice (p. 7), gold (p. 8)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Reader remembers and uses language patterns in the text (The mill made…)

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What things did the mill make?  Why do you think the thief wanted to take the mill?  What happened to the thief in the end of this story?  Does this story explain why the sea is salty (like the title says)?  Why is it salty?
· Return to Teaching Point: 

Did you have to use the first sound in any words to help you read them?

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
