Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

In our story today, Pickles and Amy are going for a walk.  Pickles is the dog and Amy is the girl.  Have you ever walked a dog before?  What is that like?  Is the dog always really well behaved?  What can make a dog misbehave?  What can distract dogs or get their attention?  Well, in our story, Pickles likes to run.  Let’s take a look at the book and see what is distracting Pickles and making him want to run. (During the picture walk, discuss/point out difficult vocabulary.  How can we tell on page 2 that Amy and Pickles are getting ready to go for a walk?  What has Pickles attention on page 4?  What does Pickles see on page 6?  What does Pickles see on page 8?)  Let’s read to find out how Amy and Pickles walk is.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p2 walks, p4 oh, running, p8 Danny
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and words to think about the story as they read. 


During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story

-Describe what was happening in the story.  Retell the story from beginning to end.
-What was the problem in the story?  How do you think Amy felt about walking Pickles?  What makes you think that?  What might have been frustrating for Amy while she was walking Pickles?  How do you think this might affect her future actions? Do you think she might think differently about walking Pickles in the future?

-What happened after Amy and Pickles saw the bike?  What happened before Amy and Pickles saw Danny?

-Do you think Pickles knows Danny?  What makes you think that?  

-How might this story be different if it had taken place during the winter?  What would be different?  Would Amy and Pickles have encountered the same distractions?  What new distractions might they have seen?
· Return to Teaching Point

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write a sentence about whether you would like to take Pickles for a walk and why.

Examples:  I would take Pickles for a walk because I like to run.  OR I would not want to walk Pickles because I don’t like to be outside.
