Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

         Do you like to play hide and seek? Animals hide also. But they are not playing a game when they hide. Take a picture walk to identify the animals who are hiding in this story. Then go back to the beginning and read about where they are hiding. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: leaf, reef, cave, fawn, shade, reeds, weeds, 
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use the pictures and beginning sounds of a word to help them figure out a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

Where do frogs hide? fish?


Why does a fawn hide in the shade?


Who was hiding on the last page? Why?



Where would you hide from a predator? Where would you hide to catch prey?

· Return to Teaching Point  

Model reading a page talking through the strategies you use to figure words out.
Let a student model the same.

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Let’s make an idea map showing places where animals hide.
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write a sentence telling where an animal would hide.
