Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

This book is about a boy named John who doesn’t want to wake up even though all of his friends are trying to make him.  Do you ever feel like you don’t want to get up in the morning?  Read to find out what finally wakes John up.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: morning (p. 2), hears (p. 12)
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

 Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What was the problem in this story?  Why do you think John did not want to wake up?  What finally woke John up at the end of the story?
· Return to Teaching Point: 

Were you able to use any chunks to solve for unknown words in your reading?
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance

Connections-Do you ever want to stay in bed when it is time for you to get up?   How do your parents try to get you up?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

What would you have done to try to get John out of bed?
