Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

         Can you name some baby animals? In this story you will read about some baby animals. Take a picture walk to see what animals are in this story. Then go back to the beginning and find out the names of these baby animals. 
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: foal, duckling, fawn, most, near
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers use their finger only when they come to a tricky word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What is a baby horse called?
Where would you find a fawn?

Why do babies need someone near?



Do you think Baby Animals is a good title for this book?  Would Animals that Fly be a good 


name for this book?  Why or why not?
· Return to Teaching Point  

Model using your finger to read a tricky part.  Have kids show you a part where they pointed to a tricky word and used clues to figure it out.
· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Can you name some other baby animals not in this book?
