Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

         Have you ever seen someone play basketball? Have you ever played basketball? How do you play basketball? In this story you will see some boys show you how to play basketball outside. Take a picture walk together and talk about what you need to play and discuss some moves you can do to play. Then go back to the beginning and read about playing basketball.
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary:  hoop, shoot, court, dribble, let’s
· Suggested Teaching Point:  (refer to Behaviors to Notice and Support)

Readers look for chunks they may know to help them figure out a word.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  *Revisit the teaching point as needed.

Prompts to Support readers:       Does it match?        Does it sound right?      Does it make sense?


After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Discuss the story:

What do you need to play basketball?
What is it called when you bounce the ball?

What do you think is the hardest thing to do when playing basketball?

Are there other things that you need to know to do to play basketball? (scoring, stealing, …)

Is basketball a hard or easy sport to play?  Why do think that?  How many kids does it take to play basketball?
· Return to Teaching Point  

Let’s identify some words where you used chunks you know to figure out a tricky word.
Praise good effort and knowledge of sounds!

· Comprehension Strategy Focus:  connections, questions, inferences, visualizing, summarizing, synthesizing, determining importance
Do you know the name of our school’s basketball team?  Have you ever attended a basketball game at school?  What do you call the leader of a basketball team?
Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

 Write a sentence telling about something you learned about playing basketball.
