Teaching Point: Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence to help them.

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

Do any of you live on a farm or know someone who does?  What animals would we see on a farm?  Sometimes there is one animal that is responsible for waking up everyone on the farm.  Do you know what animal that might be?  Let’s take a look at the cover of this book.  Who do you think that animal is on the cover?  I wonder what would happen if everyone overslept on the farm.  Do you think it would be important for everyone to get up in the morning?  Why or why not?  What do you think would happen if everyone overslept?  Is it just the animals that need to wake up?  What about the farmer?  Would it be important for the farmer to wake up?  Why would that be important?  Let’s take a look at the book and see what happens on this farm when the rooster doesn’t crow in the morning.  (During the picture walk, be sure to either point out or discuss difficult vocabulary. Stop your picture walk on pages 12-13).  What do you think is going to happen next?  What makes you think that?
· Difficult Words/Vocabulary: p3 o’clock, lazy, p8 farmer, p11 Oh no
· Intentional Teaching Point:  (refer to flip chart)
Readers notice when something does not make sense.  They may reread the sentence to help them.

During Reading: (5-10 min.)  Listen in to students while they read. Reinforce the teaching point, help with decoding, check for understanding and provide specific feedback. 

After Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Return to Teaching Point: Share a place where you used the strategy of rereading when you noticed that something you’d read didn’t quite make sense.
· Discussion Questions

-What did we predict might happen when the farmer and the animals went to see Rooster?  What did really happen?

-Why did everyone oversleep?

-How do you think the characters were feeling when they went to see Rooster?  What makes you think that?

-What do you do to make sure you get up on time?  How is that different from what happens on the farm?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write a sentence about how you felt when you overslept or how you think you would feel if you wake up and realize you’re running late.

Before Reading: (5-7 min.)

· Book Introduction: (include meaning, structure, visual)

So, we’ve read Farm Alarm a couple of times.  Let’s summarize the events of the story.  What happened in the beginning?  What happened in the middle?  What happened at the end of the story?

We talked a little bit yesterday about how we thought the farm and the animals might have felt when they went to see Rooster.  I also noticed a couple of times in our story that we have some different punctuation marks.  Let’s take a look at our story, now, and specifically look at those punctuation marks.  (Talk about how the ! changes the way that I read the text).  Today as you read, I’d like for you to think about how the characters are probably feeling, notice those punctuation marks, and make your voice reflect those punctuation marks.

· Return to Teaching Point: Share a place where you used the strategy of rereading when you noticed that something you’d read didn’t quite make sense.

· Discussion Questions

-What was the problem in the story?  Who was responsible for this problem?  How do you think this problem could be solved so that everyone has a more reliable wake-up call?

-Why do you think it was important for the farmer to get up?  What did he need to do?

-Let’s compare the horse and the sheep.  How are they alike?  How are they different?  (4 legs, covered with hair/fur, one sleeps outside/one sleeps inside, etc.)

-Where does this story take place?  What is the setting?  Did the setting stay the same throughout the entire story?  How do we know?

Writing Connection:  (5 min.)

Write a sentence about how you make sure you get up on time in the morning.
